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In 2009, Tabor will mark it’s 10th annual Captains 
of Industry Gala. The Gala is the signature 
annual event of this organization. It serves as our 
primary fund-raiser for the Dr. William D. Bradford 
Scholarship, which helps African American 
students continue their education at the University 
of Washington’s business school. Tabor has 
awarded more than $50,000 in scholarships to 
African American students studying business.

19 at the Washington State Convention & Trade 
Center in downtown Seattle. 

In addition to the scholarship award, the Gala also is a chance to shine a spotlight on leaders in our community. Each year, 
select individuals are honored with the Tabor 100 Crystal Eagle for their work in the areas of Education, Legislation, Business, 
International Leadership and Community Activism.

The Tabor 100 Web site (www.tabor100.org) 
continues to be a robust component of the 
organization’s communications tools.

A few basic stats about the site:
• By April 20, the site had had 741 visitors for 

the month, 371 of them fi rst-time visitors. 
• For the year (Jan. - Mar.) we are averag-

ing about 568 fi rst-time visitors a month and 
about 976 total visitors a month. 

• The top countries we get web pages hits 
from are the United States, France, China, 
Romania, Unknown (country), Germany, 
Sweden, Ethiopia, Russian Federation and 
another seven countries with single hits after 
that. 

• The top 10 web pages that people have 
visited recently are the home page fi rst, 
then Events, followed by the new Business 
Resources page, Join, Directory, About Us, 
Contact, Economic, Opportunity, and Tabor 
Business Journal. 

• The new Business Resources page, which 
launched in April, is a short but powerful 
list of agencies that can assist businesses 
in adding their name to vendor rosters, 
provide bid advertisements, and more. Most 
people are going to the roster page from 
there.
